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Farouk Rajab, Board Chairman called the special meeting to order at 6:00p.m in the Stonington High School
auditorium. Members present were Heidi Simmons, Secretary, Craig Esposito, Daniel Kelley, Kevin Agnello,
Christopher Donahue and Sara Baker. Also present were Ana de Oliveira, Recording Secretary, Dr. Van Riley,
Superintendent of Schools, and Student Government Representative Kyle Lowry.

Comments from Citizens Regarding ltems on the Agenda

AJ Massengale commented on mask mandates, individual choice and the science behind masks. Would like to
hand the decision on masking back to the parents.

Jared Riley comment asked for mask choice and to vote yes for mask choice.

Jad Ludinacci commented wants masks removed and spoke it is time for the Board to do what is right for the
children.

Payton Stone commented feels it is her choice, it is a distraction, hard to learn, forgetting what friends faces are
like. Itis hard to breathe when playing sports, masks ruining middle school experience and her childhood.

Devney Worsdale comment on Connecticut Code of Professional Responsibilities for administration and
teachers. She also commented on events that students did not attend due to non-vaccinated students, and
spoke against masks.

Peyton Quinlan commented masks should be a choice. She spoke of how uncomfortable it is to wear masks
while doing sports and not being able to see friends faces. She spoke about not having field trips for a few
years. She added everyone should have a choice of wearing masks.

Sergio de Oliveira commented he respects and hears everyone's concerns but believes masks are important in
school to keep students safe, because only thing in schools to reduce the transmission and risk of COVID-19.
As a junior he has not experienced many things this year due to COVID-19 and is looking forward to prom and
would not want to not have prom and miss out because the masks are taken away. As cases increase so
would student and staff absences and this would make the district move backwards instead of forward in this
battle for normalcy.

Pyper Quinlan spoke she did not want to wear masks because it steams up glasses and it is hard to breathe,
and we need freedom.

Kelly Riley spoke about kids how they felt about masks saying they are hard to breathe and to hear teachers.
She asked the Board to give mask choice for our children.

Katie Quinlan spoke she supports schools, administrators, teachers and students. She supports schools and
respects views. Spoke of the side effects, depression, and suicides. Asked the Board for mask choice and
does not feel it is schools responsibility to have masks or not. She spoke about a petition with 521 signatures
regarding masks.(attached)

Pantea Umrysz pleaded for masking to be a choice. She spoke on the data and that children are at the least
risk, the negative impact on children, and speech in students. She commented on CDC updated guidance.
She stated masks protect the wearer and wants families and staff to make their own decisions.
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Jody Ludinacci commented forcing children to wear masks is child abuse. She spoke of her own student and
the need for speech therapy. She noted families should have the choice to wear masks or not. She
commented wants masks to be optional. Her daughter Natalia commented masks make her upset and wants
to see families and teachers with their full face. She doesn’'t want to wear masks wants to make her own
choices not anyone else.

Jenni Adkins commented on allowing mask choice. She commented about policies across the district being
different at each school. She asked the Board to do what is right and give them a choice.

Jen Evering spoke she has been speaking against masks for over a year. She commented on what the Board
has done regarding masks. She commented about the mental health crisis due to masks. She stated kids need
to go back to normal, no social distances and no vaccine requirements. She commented wants mask choice
now and noted her kids will be mask free come February 28th.

Lisa Hoagland commented about the recent events during the middle school concert involving her son and how
the incident was handled. She added we need to unmask or give them the option.

Audra Hull spoke about the middle school incident, wants teacher held accountable. She spoke about how her
student reacts when she is able to sit next to someone. Would like the Board to do what is best for the children
and would like mask choice.

Caitlin Wheeler thanked the Board and understands it is hard to make decisions for a large organization and
understands parents’ concerns. She spoke she would like mask choice implemented on February 28th.

Cassie McGrady and Danny Davis spoke about the past years with COVID and all the issues that have been
had with school events and the day to day issues. She commented she would like to have masks removed.
She commented on masks on bus rides and the amount of time her student needs to wear a mask each day.

Tom Umrysz spoke about personal events that happened that were out of his hands and added wearing masks
is now in his hands.

Nick Tewell spoke on the timeline of when the COVID-19 issue started and the events that students missed out
on due to COVID-19. He commented on the rate of positive cases in the district, spoke on the hybrid model
that was used in 2020, and implementation of masks in schools. He stated he would like the Board to allow
parent choice whether masks should be worn or not.

Ali Souza spoke of the clinical data behind masks, number of rising suicides, and depression. She commented
on students using dirty masks and her personal situation with regards to the use of masks in school. She
commented there must always be a choice.

Jackie Lagasse spoke about each person’s role in the community. Spoke of children not improving because of
masks, and wants to move to remove the mask mandates in the school and make it a choice. She is in favor of
making a parent choice.

Ashley Tewell spoke that her sons last normal day of school was kindergarten. She commented on issues that
her son has developed due to masks. She commented on mask policies, number of hours children are in
school with masks, how effective cloth masks are. She voiced she wants the Board to vote for mask choice.
Her son spoke saying masks should be up to them. He spoke about mask breaks, how much time masks are
worn on bus rides and urged the Board to allow children on February 28" to walk into school with no mask.

Dr. Paul Lagasse spoke of the data surrounding COVID-19 and the need to give parents a choice. He said kids
need to see each other smiling. He believes it is up to everyone to choose what they want to do. His children
spoke that they don't like to wear masks and cannot breathe and are tired of not seeing people's smiles.

Samantha Slocum and Dean Rocha spoke of the impact of masks on their children. They would like to see
mask as a choice and asked the Board to do the right thing.

Kathrine Glenn shared a statement from the high school Student Government and spoke that many students
share the sentiment that wearing masks for another three months is a small price to pay. They asked that the
Board preserve the decisions. She spoke about how masks help protect others around us, would like to have
prom and other end of year events. She spoke on the Ledge Light recommendations. Asked the Board to look
past the urgency and consider the health and safety of others.

Cheryl Hayward spoke about her daughter’s struggles with anxiety for the past two years and her fear of
wearing masks every day. She voiced she is against mask mandates. She also spoke about the data behind
COVID-19 and the emotional risks due to COVID-18. She ask to make masks a parent decision.

Sara Page asked that mask become optional after February 28th. She spoke of the risk of COVID-19 on
children. She commented on what CDC is saying regarding masks and suggested we need do what is right for
the children and leave the decision making to the parents. She asked to vote for mask choice.

Sophie Hayward commented she would like to make masks optional in school, masks make it hard to breathe,
people cannot see your face and no one can see expressions. She also spoke of germs that collect in the
masks and make discomfort around their face. She voiced masks should be optional in schools.

Lia Cadera spoke she feels masks should be optional because some people might not like masks. She cannot
see friends’ expressions. She gets hot wearing masks and wants to be able to be close to friends, not far away
from them.

Yolanda Avery spoke on mental health issues and asked to have a mask choice and give children their
freedom. She stated it will take time to regain what children have lost in the past two years.

Jeremy Ponte spoke about the research on different types of masks, and mask manufacturers. He feels they
don't work and are creating a false sense of security. He spoke about how masks have taken a toll on his
daughter. He would like to see mask choice now and not wait for two weeks.

Ricardo Medeiros spoke about his own experiences with his student and recent attendance issues because of
his medical issues. He also spoke of school protocols for student attendance. He voiced he wants what is best
for the kids and thanked the parents for speaking. He noted kids are part of the future, let us do what is best for
the kids.

Jeanette Giattino spoke on the affects masks have had both mental and physical on her children. She voiced
options need to be weighed and risks versus benefits need to be considered. She feels as a parent masks are
a choice she should have.
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COVID-19 Protocols Discussion/Action

Farouk Rajab, Chair thanked everyone for their feedback. Dr. Riley gave the Board his recommendation
regarding masks. He shared a list of field trips and clubs that will be implemented in the next few weeks or
months and some that are already in place at each school. He also noted that a vast majority of area
superintendents are implementing mask choice on March 1st. Kyle Lowry, Student Government
Representative shared the results from a survey that high school student took regarding making masks optional
and the liting of mask mandates. Kevin Agnello asked if administration has gotten a legal opinion, if we did not
wait until February 28t. Dr. Riley explained the issues surrounding this option. Mr. Agnello thanked all who
had the courage to speak. Mr. Agnello shared his own views on mask choice and voted in favor of mask choice
as soon as possible.

The following motion was made by Kevin Agnello and seconded by Craig Esposito:
Motion 1: To end the school mask mandate effective February 281,

The motion was discussed by the Board.

Heidi Simmons thanked all for their time and courage of those who shared stories. She noted some were hard
to listen to but helped the Board make a decision. She noted any decision comes with a risk and the Board,
school and community need to do something so that we feel like a team. She voiced she feels you should
make the best mask choice for your community. She commented on the issue of bullying that might come with
mask choice. Chris Donahue commented everyone wants what is best for the kids on either side of the island,
parents know what is best for their children. We will work together as a team to monitor the numbers. Itis
mask choice time to put it in the hands of the parents. Dan Kelley clarified that the Board consists of
volunteers, and all have the best of the community in their hearts and heads. The decision that is made is what
is best for our community. He thanked the superintendent, administrators, teachers, nurses, cafeteria staff, bus
drivers and other people on the front line of our schools who did their best working in the schools and how
proud he is for what we have in our school system. He added everyone did a phenomenal job for the last two
years. He also thanked those who spoke. Mr. Kelley also asked that we turn some positive energy into
organizations like the Boosters and PTOs and asked parents to attend and join these organizations. He
acknowledge the letters received from parents, teachers and community members this week regarding masks.
Craig Esposito was in favor ending mask mandates as of February 28", Sara Baker spoke about the first day
of the COVID-19 crisis and her own experience in the classroom and how she is so scared for the future, but
realizes we need to move forward. Farouk Rajab, Chair spoke of his own son and his experiences during the
COVID-19 years. He added we need to follow the state mandate of February 28th. He noted he believes in the
science, and had dear friends who died of COVID-19 and spoke of his own experiences. He noted the Board
did not mandate masks in school but were given the task to lift the mandate or extend it. Chair Rajab also
noted the Board are volunteers because they love the community, Stonington and the children.

| submit this testimony in writing as | have conflicting commitments during the hour of discussion.

I'm certain that the mild health impacts to the under 25 crowd have been testified to and we have agreed as a nation for a long time that this disease largely
effects the elderly and people with major diseases as comorbidity. Rather than bore you with facts and statistics, let me tell you what's happening in my family right
now.

My granddaughter was diagnosed with covid on Tuesday at 2pm. She is 3 months old. I've read the statistics that say that only a handful of kids under 10 have
succumbed to the COVID disease in any of its variants since Jan 2020 Still, she is my granddaughter. No sooner had | started to worry that she'd be the exception
that we got the call that her fever broke and she is acting fine. She 'felt sick’ for about 6 hours. Yesterday morning, Christa reported that her daughter was happy,
hungry, and acting as though nothing happened. To the people that are concerned that the lowest risk among us, the under 5 crowd, has no access to the vaccine,
they can be reassured that the Omicron variant is still having a small impact on our young.

In November 2020, we lost my grandmother to an earlier variant of COVID. We were her primary caregivers while our shop was shut down. During this time, she
expressed her annoyance that kids were locked away from friends, and locked out of school. She couldn't understand. | know that we made a bargain with our
students. Just wear the mask and keep your distance while the adults come up with a vaccine and other solutions. Once we get grandma safe, we’'ll give you your
childhoods back.

Well, here we are. We have a variant that is milder than the flu, FINALLY. We have a solid array of vaccines, we know the proper care and treatment in hospital for
the disease, and we are even prescribing medicines to ease side effects as a home care option.

It's time to give back our children their friends, their childhood, and let them understand that adults operate with the highest integrity.

My name is Stephanie Gagnon and | am the mother of two elementary students who attend Deans Mill School. | have worked in healthcare with Yale New Haven
Health for nearly 17 years. Our entire family is fully vaccinated and we still continue to wear masks and practice social distancing in public settings. A true
testament, none of the 4 of us has ever contracted COVID. | work with COVID positive patients daily. | also deal with unknown COVID positive patients. We wear
masks for nearly 10 hours a day and it does show that masks work. As we saw after the holidays, our numbers sky-rocketed. During the holidays, masks came off,
large groups came together, and infections spread like wildfire. If we end masking at school, | believe our rate of infection will increase exponentially. It's not
necessarily the severity of the infections with these mutations, it's the long term after effects of the infections. For the fact that young families have children in school
with siblings that are yet of age to become vaccinated, we need to keep them safe.

My biggest fear with ending the mask mandate and leaving up to parental discretion is that it will open the doors to teasing and taunting among peers. As we see it
from grown adults on social media platforms, taunting and name calling of those that opt to keep masked is going to happen. Children are a direct reflection of what
they are taught or what they hear from adults in their life. | don't want my children to have to worry about justifying to their peers why | would like them to wear a
mask.
